TREATMENT FACILITIES — Steve S.
1. Request for Reimbursement

As chair, I was informed of literature shortage by members attending meetings at Hastings, including 5
different pamphlet titles along with meeting directories for Mpls and St. Paul. I waited just over a month
and when attempts to involve groups proved unfruitful, I simply bought the literature to get it over

there and available to still suffering alcoholics. The receipt is available and I will submit it if
reimbursement is approved. Total $70.29

2. Request for Treatment Facilities Committee Budget for Literature

PROPOSAL: The Treatment Facilities Committee requests approval to spend up to, and no more than, an
average of $35/month on literature for still suffering alcoholics at Hastings Detox. Literature will be
purchased on an as needed basis, subject to our abilities to communicate and deliver!

Total expenditure between April and December of 2010 will not exceed $315.

BACKGROUND: Since D24's Treatment Facilities Committee coordinated the start of 3 meetings a month
at Hastings Detox, an average of $35 a month has been spent to maintain the literature rack there.

The Treatment Facilities Committee members at the March 18 meeting agreed that it makes better sense
for the District to support this literature rack because:

(1) with a budgeted amount of money we can respond promptly to literature need,

(2) the cost of literature needed is alot for a single group to be responsible for and the logistics if
numerous groups are involved--including ideas for 'slush’ funds and earmarking--are complicated,

(3) such an expenditure is responsible to the intent of group contributions already being made to the
District.
