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LETTER TO THE EDITOR

I am writing this letter to share my gratitude for the experiences I have had carrying the message to the detox facility
in Hastings, MN. Over the past six months, I have had the opportunity to attend and participate in a number of meetings at
the Hastings Detox. I will admit, I was not sure what to expect the first time I went there, but felt that carrying the message to
the alcoholics would be beneficial to the residents and myself. As stated before, I have been to a number of meetings since
then, and every one has been unique in its own way. First of all, we are treated with respect and courtesy by the staff and the
residents, and every meeting has had some truly great sharing. I have found that I can relate personally with almost every
person there, which reassures me of the fact that I need to be around the still suffering alcoholics to maintain my sobriety.
Many of the residents are not happy about their situation, and are looking for the support and information that we have to
offer. Some others have been in the program of Alcoholics Anonymous, and the story is almost always the same, “I quit doing
my daily meditation, I stopped going to meetings, and the next thing I knew I was back to drinking every day ending up
here.” Hearing so many of these stories helps me realize that without my higher power, and without spending time at
meetings and working with other alcoholics, I am one drink away from being in the facility myself. A few weeks ago one of
the people there was from my home town, and upon getting out he has been attending meetings regularly. I cannot explain
the I’oi I feel each time I see him walk through the door knowing that by bringing meetings to Hastings, we have been able to
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
